Ms. Williams also noted the management company for the developer does not 
have a good rating on the internet website, apartmentratings.com. 

Becky Furman, 215 N. Eola Ave., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent. 

Mark Jansen, 2301 S. Summerlin Ave., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent of the proposed amendment based on 
impacts to schools. 

Bill Tomala, 227 E. Esther St., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent of the proposed amendment and the negative effects 
the project would have on home values and the increased crime in the area. Mr. Tomala submitted for the record 
printouts from the Better Business Bureau website. 

Roger Trenkle, 1331 Sweetbriar Rd., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent. 
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Amanda Eberly, 2500 Crystal Lake St., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent, expressing concerns regarding traffic and 
crime. 

Janet Wills, 420 Woodland St., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent. 

Chris Roper, 1300 S. Summerlin Ave., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent. 

Jason Zeik, 2401 S. Summerlin Ave., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent. 

Nancy Patterson, 1612 Antigua Dr., Orlando, FL, spoke as an opponent. 

Andre Little, 2641 Copley Lane, Orlando, FL spoke as an opponent noting he owns one of the newly built town homes at 
Copley Square and there is already a parking problem.

After a discussion. Gregory Lee MOVED denial of ZON2009-D0005. 

Corina Castillo-Johnson noted that the City's housing policy is stated in the Growth Management Plan and one of the 
goals of the plan, and responsibility of the Board, is to protect and preserve existing neighborhoods for present and 
future residents, while also providing affordable housing. 

After discussion by the Board, Dean Asher SECONDED the motion. which was voted upon and PASSED by a unanimous 
voice vote. 

OTHER BUSINESS 

Update and Status of Appealed MPB cases - Kevin Tyjeski, Chief Planning Manager, reported the following: 

•	 Baldwin Park PO Amendment (ZON2009-Q0003, March 2009 MPB) - The Fire Department is still evaluating the 
Fire Station proposed to be located at the Sales Center site on New Broad Street and Bennett Road in Baldwin 
Park. 

•	 Villages at Moss Park PO (ZON2008-00012, June 20081V1PB) - In June 2008, the MPB recommended approval to 
increase the maximum number of residential dwelling units from 70 to 158 and to allow residential/office 
development in an area currently developed as a retention pond. The recommendation was appealed and an 
independent hearing officer recommended upholding the MPB recommendation. City Council accepted the hearing 
officer's recommendation and asked the applicant to float ba!loons to simulate various bUilding heights. Staff 
subsequently recommended a maximum bUilding height of 57 feet along Savannah Park Drive and 65 ft. for the 
rest of the residential areas. City Council considered that recommendation and then approved the first reading of 
an ordinance allowing 65 ft. height in all the residential portions of the development. The second reading of the 
Ordinance is scheduled for consideration on April 27, 2009.
